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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to conduct and assess the efficiency
of the process writing approach through social issues as the criteria of 75/75, 2) to
implement and study the result of the process writing approach through social
issues. The study by research and development of 3 steps as follows: 1) Constructing
and assessing the effectiveness of the process writing approach through social issues.
That certified the approach by three experts to examine the appropriation then
implemented in eleventh grade students to define the efficiency of 75/75, 2)
Implementing and studying the process writing approach through social issues. The
sample group was 38 students of eleventh grade students of Nareerat School Phrae
to simple random sampling. The result of the study revealed that: 1) Six steps of the
process writing approach through social issues were 1) analysis 2) drafting 3) revising
and editing 4) response and reflection 5) presentation and 6) feedback and
effectiveness at 76.67/75.56, 2) The implement and study the result of the process
writing approach through social issues were Academic writing ability for
communication in the posttest were higher than of the pretest with statistical level

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Why are we being treated unfairly ?

Gender discrimination is an unexpected situation in which someone is
treated unfairly because of their sex or gender, which causes one sex or
gender to be routinely privileged or prioritized over another.
