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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to develop, implement and assess the quality of lesson plans
integrating vocational work for grade-8 students. Eighteen students were purposively
sampled for the academic year 2023, participating in a 9-week research period
consisting of two sessions per week, totaling 18 hours. The research employed six
lesson plans, project-based English learning activities, an English language proficiency
communication test and a Satisfaction Assessment Form. The data were analyzed with
various statistical methods: rating scales, 10C, CVI, X, S.D., and T-test. The results
indicated high scores for content appropriateness and media quality in the developed
lesson plans. There was a significant improvement in students’ English language skills
with average scores, increasing in post-course scores when compared to pre-course
ones, particularly evident in communication speaking abilities. The findings highlight
the effectiveness of project-based learning activities that integrate local vocational

knowledge in enhancing grade-8 students’ professional English communication skills.
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Chapter 1
Introduction

1. Background

In the present technologically-advanced era, the world is more interconnected
than ever, enabling rapid communication and global news accessibility. Effective
communication necessitates a universally accepted language, and English has emerged
as the leading international language for this purpose. According to Graddol (2009)’s
research “English Next” conducted for British Council, English’s importance is
highlighted and forecasted that the number of English learners worldwide would
skyrocket to two billion within the next 10 to 15 years. This trend emphasizes English’s
vital role in our globalized society, especially in an interconnected global economy
where effective communication is vital for business success.

Over the past decades, Thailand’s development policies have focused on a
capitalist economic model, emphasizing trade and export-oriented production.
However, this emphasis has often sidelined local culture and traditional wisdom,
essential components of the country’s cultural heritage and societal development.
Pengdee Chitraporn (2016) The neglect of the agricultural sector, which sustains a
significant portion of the Thai population, further exacerbates this imbalance.
Recognizing the importance of preserving and leveraging local cultural capital and
wisdom, there is a growing awareness of the need to integrate these elements into
community development strategies. Sukprasert Patana (2015) By aligning development
initiatives with the cultural values, historical narratives, and local wisdom of Thai
communities, Thailand can foster self-sufficient economies that promote sustainability
and long-term societal benefits.

In response to English’s global prominence, the Thai Ministry of Education
(2014) launched a comprehensive reform of its English language education policy in
2014. This reform aimed to bolster English proficiency among students, underscoring
the importance of equipping them with the necessary language competencies to access
global knowledge and enhance Thailand’s competitive edge. The updated curriculum

integrates English instruction into vocational subjects, enabling students to select



courses that resonate with their interests and career aspirations, preparing them for
active engagement in the ASEAN Community.

Contemporary educational paradigms aim to nurture individuals with 21st-
century competencies, encompassing life skills, vocational proficiencies, ethical
acumen, and multilingual capabilities. Given English’s global ubiquity, its role in
fostering cross-cultural understanding and facilitating communication in an
interconnected world is paramount. Therefore, English pedagogy should prioritize
enhancing learners’ communicative skills, particularly oral proficiency, through an
interactive communicative approach. This pedagogical strategy emphasizes practical
language application, encouraging students to engage in meaningful discourse and
project-based learning, a methodology empirically validated for its effectiveness in
promoting local wisdom acquisition and lifelong learning. This approach to English
instruction aligns with Yuanchuen Phattharawadee (2010)’s assertion that speaking
skills are fundamental to effective communication and could be developed through
various methods to improve efficiency.

Project-based learning offers students opportunities to apply their existing
knowledge and competencies in real-world contexts, fostering creativity, problem-
solving skills, and collaboration. According to Guido (2022), this learner-centric
approach promotes student autonomy by allowing them to choose subjects or themes
of personal interest, thereby encouraging self-directed learning and peer knowledge
sharing. Grounded in a growth mindset, this approach seeks to optimize educational
outcomes by integrating practical competencies and experiential learning within the

curriculum, preparing students for meaningful societal engagement and adaptation.

Currently, schools in Thailand are expanding educational opportunities,
striving to be institutions that inspire hope and foster interaction with students,
including those with educational limitations. These schools prioritize both academic
knowledge and life skills, aiming to equip students to lead meaningful lives and adapt
to societal challenges. Despite facing economic and social constraints, students harbor
dreams and aspirations. By visiting students’ homes, educators gain valuable insights
into their circumstances and needs. In this educational setting, project-based learning

methods are employed to facilitate experiential learning and connect students with their



local community and wisdom. This approach ensures that learning is relevant, current,
and meaningful. The primary goal of project-based learning is to cultivate a Growth
Mindset among students, instilling confidence and determination to learn and evolve.
Moreover, it emphasizes the development of essential life skills, career skills, and
problem-solving abilities, enabling students to address challenges and learn from their
experiences effectively. Equitable Education Research Institute (EEFI),(2022)

As an English teacher at Khlong Huai Na Pattanakarn School, a vocationally
oriented institution in a rural setting, the researcher is committed to expanding
educational opportunities. The researcher has observed that students predominantly
communicate in Thai with limited opportunities for English language engagement
outside the classroom. This limitation probably arises from teaching methods that do
not support sufficient opportunities for students to communicate in English.
Furthermore, students might feel that topics learned in English are not related to their
interests or future aspirations, as the content is often too disconnected from their
learning context. Ramesh (2024).

To address this challenge, the researcher implemented project-based learning
in a grade-8 English for Communication class, using topics related to the community
and local wisdom. This approach is supported by findings of Naijit Taweesin (2020)’s
research that compared English-speaking presentation skills of students before and after
using project-based learning to promote English speaking and presentation skills for
grade-10 students. The study revealed that students’ English speaking and presentation
skills improved significantly after studying with the approach. As such, this
Independent Study posited that the method could empower students to conceptualize
and execute projects aligned with their vocational interests, enabling the application of
systematic methodologies, gaining practical insights, and promoting community
knowledge sharing. As Yan, Zi et.al. (2022). said, the integrative approach not only
enhances students’ English language proficiency, but also cultivates their creativity,
self-efficacy, and vocational readiness, thereby laying a solid foundation for their future

academic and professional endeavors.

Aims of the Study

1. To develop and assess quality lesson plans integrating vocational content



2. To compare the communication skills of grade-8 students before and after
the project-based English learning activities

3. To investigate the satisfaction level of grade-8 students with lesson plans
that integrated vocational content

Scope of research

Population and Sampling: A class of 18 grade-8 students at Khlong Huai Na
Pattanakarn School, Chondaen District, Phetchabun Province were selected using
purposive sampling. The school was operated under the School of Expanded

Educational Opportunities, possessing a unique identity related to vocational careers.

2. Variables Studied:
2.1. Independent Variables:
Project-based English learning activities focused on upgrading local wisdom for

sales careers

2.2. Dependent Variable:
Students’ English communication skills developed through project-based
English learning activities to enhance their ability to use English for effective

communication and student’s satisfaction

3. Experimental Period
The study was conducted over the second semester in the 2023 academic year,

spanning nine weeks with two periods per week, totaling 18 hours.

4. Research Tools
The research tools consist of the following:
4.1 Lesson Plans: Six lesson plans
4.2 English Learning Activities: Four project-based learning activities aimed
at upgrading local wisdom for sales careers, fostering the development of language
communication skills among grade-8 students
4.3 An English-Speaking Skills Test

4.4 A Satisfaction Assessment Form



5. Definition of Specific Terms
Skill of Speaking English for Communication: Students’ ability to use English in
various situations, as well as employing correct grammar, appropriate vocabulary,
fluency, confidence, and clarity
Project-Based Learning: Learning approach that provides real-world work
experiences, offering students direct experience in problem-solving, knowledge
acquisition through experimentation, planning, leadership and follower roles, and
advanced thinking with teachers serving as motivators
Local Wisdom: Knowledge and techniques developed by villagers to solve problems,
utilizing local resources and traditional practices that are relevant to the era
Sales Career: Businesses engaged in the sale of products or services through various
channels to generate income and profits
Educational Opportunity Expansion School: A school under the Primary
Educational Service Area Office that offers education from kindergarten 1 to Grade 9,
as per the Educational Opportunity Expansion Project of the Office of the National
Primary Education Commission
Satisfaction of Students: The level of contentment or approval among students
regarding the lesson plans and activities. Score corresponds to a level of satisfaction as
follows: 5 = Very satisfied, 4 = Satisfied, 3 = Moderately satisfied, 2 = Slightly
satisfied, 1 = Least satisfied
Criteria for Satisfaction Level: The average score is categorized as follows:

An average score of 1.00-1.50 indicates the lowest level of satisfaction.

An average score of 1.51-2.50 indicates a low level of satisfaction.

An average score of 2.51-3.50 indicates a moderate level of satisfaction.

An average score of 3.51-4.50 indicates a high level of satisfaction.

An average score of 4.51-5.00 indicates the highest level of satisfaction.
*The average score of satisfaction 3.50 and above is effective.

6. Research Hypotheses:
The vocational communication speaking skills of Grade-8 students after

studying with project-based English learning activities enhancing their ability to use
English for communication and upgrading local wisdom for sales careers is be higher

than before studying.



7. Benefits:
1. Enhanced English Communication Skills: Students acquire the ability to

speak English fluently for effective communication.

2. Personal Development and Knowledge Creation: Students develop self-
learning abilities, enabling them to create and further their knowledge, thus supporting
their careers after graduation.

3. Collaborative Skills: Learners cultivate the ability to work effectively with
others, demonstrating both leadership and followership qualities.

4. Guidance for Teachers: The study offers guidelines for educators on
organizing project-based learning to develop English-speaking skills for
communication.

8. Research Conceptual Framework:
The study aims to employ project-based teaching methods centered around

local wisdom products for sales careers for Grade-8 students at Khlong Huai Na
Pattanakarn School, Chon Daen District, Phetchabun Province. The study sought to
compare the students’ achievements in English speaking skills for communication and
their multimedia video works. The evaluation considered the students’ achievements
post-study in relation to the criteria for assessing speaking skills and the criteria for
evaluating their work.

1.Teaching speaking skill

1.1. Meaning of Speaking

Speaking is an essential skill in learning English for communication. Speakers
must utilize a variety of language abilities to ensure the listener understands their

feelings and thoughts. Many linguists and educators in the field of foreign language



teaching have provided definitions and insights into the meaning of speaking.
Finocchiaro (1983) views speaking as a complex practice involving content, context,
speech adjustments, word choice, and sensitivity to the listener, with both the brain and
body engaged. Unlike written language, spoken language can be less structured.
Listening and speaking are interrelated skills. According to Phra Maha Udon
Sutthiyano and Srisomphan Bunthom (2008: p.107), speaking is the act of
communication using words, tone of voice, and effective gestures to transfer
knowledge, ideas, feelings, and desires, enabling the listener to understand and respond
according to the speaker’s intended purpose.

To Listyani and Lavani (2015: p.141), in oral communication, both the speaker
and the listener contribute to sharing information and comprehending the spoken
language

Asakereh and Afshar (2016: p.114) mention that Language acquisition is vital
for EFL learners to achieve proficiency in English. Mastering speaking skills can be
particularly challenging, necessitating a focus on context-specific communication. This
ability is essential for EFL learners to effectively interact in global contexts.

Phetngam Bualak (2018: p.39) agrees that speaking involves the exchange of
information between two or more people. The speaker must use appropriate words, tone
of voice, and gestures to convey meaning to the listener, aiming for a shared
understanding of the content and the speaker’s intentions.

Natthaya Hunnoi (2018: p.9) emphasizes that speaking English for
communication is about creating meaning based on the needs and thoughts of those
involved in verbal communication. For successful and effective communication, the
communicator must consider factors such as pronunciation, accents, language patterns,
and even the appropriate use of vocabulary and expressions suitable to the situation and
social role. Correct and appropriate body language is also crucial in the communication
process, where the speaker translates thoughts and feelings into language for others to
understand. According to Bunsri Phattharaphon (2019: p.7), speaking involves using
language abilities, gestures, feelings, and thoughts to convey information to the listener.
The primary objective is to exchange news and information among people. Effective
speaking requires the speaker to choose the right words, tone of voice, and gestures that

align with the occasion, culture, and traditions of society.



In conclusion, speaking is a dialogue between individuals where language
serves as a medium to convey feelings through words and tone. Effective
communication hinges on factors like pronunciation, accents, language patterns, and
the judicious use of vocabulary and expressions tailored to the situation and social
context, including appropriate body language for successful communication.

1.2. Definition of Communication
Qutbi (2013: p.19-20) defines communication as the exchange of ideas via

speech or writing, focusing on both fluency and accuracy. Effective learning involves
active participation in both speaking and listening. In ESL contexts, speaking is a vital
and multifaceted skill. The most effective way to enhance speaking abilities is by
integrating communication-focused methods with traditional teaching approaches.
Likewise, Peraphat Pratoat (2019: p.7) emphasizes the crucial role of communication
in promoting understanding and cohesion in society. It is fundamental for sharing
information, advancing knowledge, and exchanging ideas and experiences, all of which
contribute to peaceful and harmonious living. Moreover, communication stimulates the
continuous growth of human creativity.

To Ven. Punnyananda (Mong Hsai) (2019: p.27-31), regular practice of this
process enables students to naturally enhance their English communication skills. The
ability to articulate clearly and pronounce words correctly is a significant advantage for
learners. Communication involves exchanging ideas either orally or in writing. Trisakul
Phakit, Manin Wipanee & Waiyavasana Rewade (2020) defined communication as the
process of creating shared meaning between communication partners. This interaction
occurs continuously during communication activities with the objective of fostering
relationships and mutual understanding.

In summary, communication is a pivotal aspect that enables effective
understanding and interaction with others, fostering better relationships. Learning
through the communication process builds mutual understanding and enhances
cooperation in all facets of life. It is imperative to remember that communication is not
limited to speaking alone; listening, observing, and empathetic understanding are
equally vital. Striving for effective communication is crucial for fostering genuine
understanding and building strong relationships within the community and society at

large.
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1.3. Elements of Speech
Phet-ngam Bualak (2018: p.42-43) employed Oller’s criteria to categorize

speaking into five key areas: pronunciation, vocabulary, grammar, fluency, and
understanding. Effective speaking entails conveying meaning appropriately based on
the situation and conversation purpose. Additionally, Phet-ngam delineated the
components of communicative ability as grammatical competence, which involves
knowledge of language grammar and structure; social abilities or socio-linguistic
competence, which pertains to selecting appropriate words and sentence structures for
various social contexts; discourse competence, which involves effectively using
language in both speaking and writing by connecting language structures and meanings;
and strategic competence, which involves the use of various communication
techniques, especially in speaking, to achieve efficient and successful communication,
such as employing body language and gestures. In conclusion, the essential components
of speech encompass the speaker, the listener, and the message utilized to communicate.
From the afore mentioned elements of speech, it can be concluded that the key
components of speech include the speaker, the listener, and the message utilized to
communicate.

1.4. Language Teaching Activities for Speaking
In the 1970s, Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) emerged in North

America and Europe, driven by a rise in immigration. The Council of Europe aimed to
develop a curriculum emphasizing functional language use for effective
communication by immigrants.

To Deni (2016: p.62-64), pair taping, active debate, and information gap are
valuable techniques for improving speaking skills in language learning. Pair taping
involves students recording conversations to enhance fluency and motivation. Active
debate encourages critical thinking by defending opposing viewpoints. Information gap
prompts students to exchange information to complete tasks, fostering active
participation and communication. Teachers facilitate these activities, guiding and
ensuring student understanding, while student participation is crucial for improving
fluency, communication, and confidence in speaking English.

Differently, Phet-ngam Bualak (2018: p.44) presents “communicative

competence,” underscoring the value of socially effective speaking in language
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learning, prioritizing meaningful communication over strict grammatical accuracy.
This approach emphasizes the importance of acquiring the ability to communicate
accurately and appropriately in specific situations. Effective teaching methods should
help students understand the language’s nature and the intended meaning of spoken
messages. Additionally, students should be given opportunities to listen to authentic
language expressions and phrases used in everyday life. It is suggested that teaching
speaking can be approached through a variety of methods to enhance students’ speaking
proficiency. Activities such as role-playing aid in developing language fluency, while
simulations assist learners in using language appropriately in various contexts.
Teaching speaking can also be integrated with listening exercises to make learning
enjoyable and facilitate language acquisition.

Adnin (2018: p.32-33) describes two main activities under acting from a script:
play script and acting out dialogues. In the play script activity, students perform scenes
from plays or their course book and sometimes record their performances. On the other
hand, in acting out dialogues, students act out dialogues they have written themselves.
As outlined by Dorji (2021: p.26-30), communication games aim to facilitate quick and
fluent conversations among students. For example, the information gap game involves
students working in pairs to solve puzzles through dialogue. In the television and radio
game, a guessing activity, one student selects an object, and team members try to
identify it by asking only yes/no questions. Discussion activities provide students with
opportunities to freely express and articulate their thoughts. Structuring these
discussions by offering sufficient information on the topic and allowing time for
reflection is crucial. Such discussions can manifest in various formats, including
surveys, questionnaires, spontaneous comments, debates, unplanned conversations, or
consensus-building exercises.

On the other hand, Hatipoglu (2021) define prepared talk activities require
students to prepare and present various types of performances, such as presentations,
news reports, storytelling, or speeches to their classmates. These activities are
personalized and time-intensive, with classmates acting as the audience for their peers’
presentations. Lastly, simulation and role-play activities immerse students in simulated

real-world scenarios, like business meetings or job interviews.
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In conclusion, the outlined activities are designed to enhance speaking skills
by fostering speaking, critical thinking, and creative expression. Teachers play a crucial
role in guiding and facilitating these activities to ensure students grasp and engage
effectively. Active student participation is essential for improving fluency,
communication, and confidence in speaking English. Additionally, language teaching
activities for speaking prioritize practical language use over rigid adherence to
linguistic rules, focusing on the flexibility and accuracy of language application. As a
result, teaching methods should emphasize activities that closely mimic real-life
situations to best equip students for practical language use.

1.5. Teaching Speaking Skills for Communication
1.5.1. Speaking for Effective Communication

Proficient speaking skills are essential as language is a key tool for effective
communication. Contemporary English education prioritizes communicative speaking,
equipping students to communicate with confidence in various real-life contexts. This
approach extends beyond mere grammatical correctness to emphasize the ability to
communicate appropriately and effectively. Integrating real-world situations to
enhance mutual understanding is crucial in teaching spoken communication. The
primary aim of modern language instruction is to cultivate effective speaking skills,
with teachers playing a pivotal role in promoting student interaction and ensuring that
the learning process is both engaging and straightforward. As Prodanovska-Poposka
(2017) points out, speaking presents one of the initial challenges for learners of a
foreign language. Simply knowing a language neither ensures accurate pronunciation,
nor the capability to pronounce words or phrases correctly indicates overall language
proficiency. The ultimate objective for learners and users of a foreign language is to
speak it clearly and fluently in any situation. Pronunciation is a vital component of
speaking skills, and inadequate pronunciation can result in issues such as reduced self-
confidence, reluctance to speak in public, and avoidance of social interactions.

Nathapapha Phophum et al (2018) highlight the importance of using a
structured approach to teach speaking skills, based on principles of Communication-
Oriented Language Teaching. Educators recommend this method to improve effective
communication abilities. The process begins with the Objective Step, where teachers

clarify the learning objectives to the students. This is followed by the Presentation
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Stage, where content is introduced with a focus on context, enabling students to observe
the language and message being conveyed. Subsequently, the Training and Transfer
Stage encourages immediate practice of speaking, promoting the free use of language
in situations similar to real-life.

Step 1: Presentation Stage involves introducing new content to students, which
they can grasp and apply in subsequent speaking exercises. Both structured and
unstructured activities are employed to facilitate learning.

Step 2: Practice Stage requires students to engage in speaking, utilizing the
knowledge acquired during the presentation stage. The training media for this stage
includes exercises and stories.

Step 3: Language Production Stage encourages students to use the language
they have learned to their fullest potential, focusing on fluent language use rather than
mere grammatical accuracy. Activities include pair or group work, promoting the
readiness to use language in daily life

Hayaramae and Worasurt (2020: p.1-7) emphasize the importance of
developing effective speaking skills for clear communication, which is a key
component of contemporary English teaching. This approach prioritizes
communicative speaking in various real-life scenarios. To implement communication-
oriented language teaching principles, educators suggest a structured method
comprising three primary stages: Presentation, Practice, and Language Production.
During the Presentation Stage, new content is introduced with an emphasis on context.
In the Practice Stage, students participate in speaking exercises to apply their newly
acquired knowledge. Lastly, the Language Production Stage encourages students to use
the language fluently, focusing more on practical application than on grammatical
accuracy. Teachers play a crucial role in this process by setting clear learning
objectives, promoting student interaction, and ensuring an engaging learning
environment.

Clearly communicating the learning objectives to students is paramount,
followed by providing the necessary information or content to facilitate their
understanding and preparedness for learning. A well-prepared instruction significantly

enhances the learning process.
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1.5.2. Speaking Activities for Effective Communication

Lobanova et al (2022).Learning English is vital as it enhances students’
communication skills and adds an enjoyable aspect to language learning, facilitating
effective use in daily life. Educators have proposed speaking activities for
communication, categorized based on language function. Communication Activities
Based on Language Functions include activities to share information within a limited
framework, such as matching activities, sequence and position finding, finding missing
information, and secret discovery games. Broad Information Sharing Activities involve
picture and model communication activities, discovering differences, and following
directions activities. Activities for Exchanging Information and Drawing Conclusions
from Data comprise story sequencing and pooling information to solve a problem
activity.

1.5.3. Speaking Activities for Communication

Lim (2019) Speaking activities play a pivotal role in honing communication
abilities and advancing language proficiency. A strategic approach involves organizing
activities according to distinct language functions. For instance, activities centered on
sharing information within a confined framework might feature a Matching Activity,
where group members discern matching pictures, or a pair activity oriented towards
identifying sequence and position. Another noteworthy pair activity involves students
collaboratively completing an incomplete table of information through mutual
questioning, enhancing their aptitude for recognizing and filling in missing details. The
Secret Discovery Activity, reminiscent of the classic game of 20 questions, prompts
students to infer undisclosed information through astute questioning strategies.

Deni (2016) explores activities crafted to promote extensive information
sharing and foster collaborative interactions, which come with significant benefits. In
Picture Communication Activities, a student discreetly organizes materials and then
guides their partner to replicate the setup using verbal cues. In Model Communication
Activities, one student constructs a model that their partner must accurately duplicate
based on the given instructions. The Discovering Differences Activity encourages

students to engage in comparative dialogue to identify differences within provided
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images, while the Following Directions Activity involves one student directing another
using a map.

Another study by Somale de Ezenga (2012: p.21-28) outlines activities
focused on exchanging and assimilating information. The Story Sequence Activity
requires each group member to develop a narrative based on an allocated picture,
leading to a collaborative effort to arrange these narratives in a logical sequence. The
Pooling Information to Solve a Problem activity entails one student possessing and
conveying specific data, such as train departure schedules, to their partner, promoting
collaborative problem-solving abilities.

Moreover, Hurst, Wallace & Nixon (2013: p.376-389) argue that social
interaction activities are indispensable in language learning. Teachers can leverage the
classroom environment as a social milieu, employ English for administrative tasks, and
orchestrate conversational or deliberative lessons in English. Role-playing and
simulations serve as potent tools for enhancing communication competencies. Role
Playing Controlled through Cues and Dialogues, along with Role Playing Controlled
through Situations and Goals, furnish students with structured scenarios to enact their
roles effectively. Role Playing in the Form of Debate or Discussion promotes critical
thinking and decision-making, culminating in collective decision-making through
voting. Furthermore, improvisation exercises compel students to enact a play derived
from a narrative devoid of predefined roles or dialogues, thereby enhancing their
interpretative and conversational skills.

In addition, Nathapapha Phophum et al (2018) advocate for a range of
speaking activities. The reaching a consensus activity cultivates group discussions
aimed at consensus-building, while the Relaying Instructions activity tasks learners
with articulating clear and concise directives to ensure task success. Communication
Games, encompassing tasks like discerning differences in pictures and rearranging
narratives, serve as enjoyable and interactive platforms that bolster communicative
proficiency.

1.6. Learning Management Plan (Lesson Plan)

According to Chitchayavanich Kulisara (2019: p.173-174) outlined the key

components of a general learning management plan. The Header of the Learning

Management Plan should include the learning subject group or subject name, the
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sequence of learning units and topics, the grade level and academic year, and the
number of instructional hours or periods. Meanwhile, the Core Components of the
Learning Management Plan encompass the essence, learning objectives, learning
content, learning activities or processes, learning media, learning resources,
measurement and evaluation, and the record of learning management outcomes. In
summary, a comprehensive learning management plan should provide a clear header
detailing the subject, sequence, grade level, and instructional hours, along with core
components that outline the essence, objectives, content, activities, media, resources,
evaluation methods, and outcomes of the learning process.

Moradi (2019: p.112-113) emphasizes the importance of a lesson plan as a
fundamental component for teachers to outline their lessons. According to Savage
(2014), a lesson plan is a written document that should serve as the cornerstone of
teaching, ultimately leading to successful teaching and student learning outcomes.
Moradi further explores that both experienced and novice teachers should prepare and
plan their lessons in advance before attending school. This proactive approach is crucial
as it helps teachers to anticipate and avoid potential problems in the teaching process.
In summary, a well-prepared lesson plan is essential for effective teaching, aiding both
experienced and novice teachers in achieving successful learning outcomes.

Petcharaporn Kalanyu (2020: p.2) points out that a learning management plan
is a structured course of action devised by teachers for instructional purposes. This plan
encompasses learning standards, indicators, objectives, as well as learning activities,
media, resources, and evaluation methods, ensuring alignment with the specified
curriculum. The steps for preparing a learning management plan begin with referencing
the Basic Education Core Curriculum 2008, specifically focusing on the foreign
language learning content from the study of learning management guidelines for the
subject group: Learning foreign language content, Level 3 (Grade-8). The researcher
selects indicators and core learning content related to communication to formulate the
plan.

When it comes to the format of the learning management plan, various formats
such as essays, tables, or a combination of both can be employed for organizing
learning. Teachers have the flexibility to choose the format that best suits their needs.

The plan itself is divided into several key parts. The introduction or overview provides
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a summary of the plan, detailing the target learning group, level, subject, and duration
of the activity. The core component of the plan includes learning standards, grade-level
learning standards, expected learning outcomes, learning objectives, which encompass
destination and guidance purposes, learning content, activities/processes, media,
innovation, and learning resources, as well as measurement and evaluation criteria,
which consist of the evaluation method, assessment tools, evaluation criteria, learning
management documents, and records of learning results.

Firman, Ambiyar, Unung ,Samsir & Ronald (2021: p.530): the components
of a lesson plan should adhere to the guidelines set by the Ministry of Education and
Culture. These components include school identification, topic or sub-theme identity,
class or semester, topic matter, time allocation, lesson goals, basic skills and metrics,
teaching tools, teaching strategies, lesson materials, lesson resources, lesson measures,
and evaluation. In summary, a comprehensive lesson plan should encompass these key
elements, ensuring alignment with the Ministry of Education and Culture’s standards,
and covering all aspects of effective lesson planning from the identification of the
school and topic to the evaluation of the lesson’s outcomes.

Sabetra, Ambiyar, & Aziz (2021: p. 206-210) define a lesson plan as a
structured guide that lays out the activities for a lesson. It coordinates the teaching
components, ensuring a clear and systematic approach to objectives, materials,
methods, techniques, and evaluation. The lesson plan covers both in-class and out-of-
class activities, outlining the necessary steps to reach important educational objectives.
A well-rounded lesson plan includes activities to set learning objectives, specify the
content or subject matter to be covered, design learning activities, choose learning
resources or media, and set criteria for assessing learning outcomes. The main purpose
of a lesson plan is to direct teachers in their teaching activities and to promote
systematic and organized learning for students. For maximum effectiveness, lesson plan
programs should employ a systems approach that emphasizes the harmonious
integration of objectives, materials, learning activities, and assessments.

In summary, a learning management plan serves as a detailed guide for
teachers to ensure effective instruction by outlining learning standards, objectives,
activities, and evaluation methods. This structured approach to teaching allows teachers

to select various formats to organize the learning process, culminating in a reflection

section to document outcomes and insights for future improvements. Teachers have the
flexibility to choose a specific learning plan that best suits their instructional needs. For
the foreign language subject group at Level 3 (Grade-8), the teaching and learning
approach should be tailored to the subject’s nature, focusing on language training for
communication across different situations using simple language. This approach aims
to help students understand stories and the diverse cultures of the global community,
integrate their knowledge with other learning domains, and encourage self-directed
learning, thereby promoting lifelong learning skills.
1.7. Evaluation of Speaking Skills

The assessment and evaluation of English communication skills serve as a
measure of a learner’s ability to use English effectively. There are various methods
proposed by academics to evaluate speaking skills, as detailed below:

Taylor (1996) highlighted that good communication extends beyond merely
using correct grammar; it also includes fluency, accurate pronunciation, and varied
intonation to achieve clear and mutual understanding. Therefore, careful attention to
language use is vital for successful daily interactions.

Brown (2004: p.172-173) identifies five key components for assessing
speaking skills: grammar, vocabulary, comprehension, pronunciation, and fluency.
Grammar evaluates sentence structure, vocabulary assesses word choice,
comprehension measures understanding of oral communication, pronunciation focuses
on clear speech production, and fluency evaluates the ability to speak smoothly and
continuously.

Sofa and Sulistyo (2017) identify three purposes of assessment: assessing
learning, supporting learning, and serving as a learning tool. This process offers
evidence of students’ academic progress to parents, educators, or the students
themselves, aiding in evaluating their learning proficiency and determining their future
curriculum needs.

Wutthiko Amporn (2019: p.16) states that the assessment of English-speaking
proficiency is categorized into three main areas. The first is Accuracy, which
encompasses three key aspects: grammar, vocabulary, and pronunciation. The second

area is Fluency, which is equally important as accuracy and refers to the smoothness,
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flow, and pace of speech. Lastly, Speaking Performance evaluates the ability to answer
questions directly, cover topics with clarity, and communicate confidently.

From the research and study of information on project-based learning
management, it has been determined that evaluating language skills post-learning by
learners is an effective approach. This method stimulates learning, fosters a deeper
understanding of knowledge, and promotes group collaboration and creativity among
students. Utilizing this method inspires students to enhance their language skills and
abilities with increased efficiency and quality.

Assessing skills based on projects makes learning engaging and enjoyable,
diversifying and enriching the educational experience. It ensures the development of
students’ skills and abilities in a suitable manner, making learning a genuinely valuable
and constructive experience for all students.

2. Project Based Learning
2.1. Meaning of Project Based-Learning

Project-based learning (PBL) offers an alternative to traditional teacher-
centered education. According to Suphansa Noinakorn et al (2018), offering project-
based instruction provides students with hands-on work experience, simulating real-
world job scenarios. When challenges emerge during project tasks, students have the
opportunity to hone their problem-solving skills in a structured and planned manner.
Project-based teaching fosters both foundational and advanced thinking abilities. This
approach aligns with creative problem-solving by emphasizing active learning and
encouraging students to seek answers independently.

To Chen and Yang (2019), PBL has a moderate to strong positive impact on
student achievement compared to conventional methods. However, it’s essential to note
that PBL doesn’t completely replace traditional education. In PBL, students engage in
solving and evaluating problems, presenting their findings to an audience, thereby
acquiring essential life skills and knowledge. For Choi et al (2019), PBL fosters
collaboration between students and teachers, with educators serving primarily as guides
during the project

Maros (2021: p.4147-4155) mentions that PBL is characterized by student
autonomy, cooperation, communication, and real-life reflection, facilitating learning

through solution-finding, questioning, idea discussion, planning, and communication.
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To support this, Tsybulsky and Muchnik-Rozanov (2019: p.48-59) say that the PBL
approach provides inexperienced teachers with varied and valuable learning
experiences, supporting their professional and personal development.

In conclusion, PBL is an effective pedagogical approach that fosters
understanding and skill development in students. It promotes analytical thinking,
observation, systematic problem-solving, collaboration, and the production of high-
quality work. Implementing PBL within a teaching system that employs scientific
methodologies enhances open learning and systematically nurtures creative thinking,
enabling students to develop comprehensively in various life and educational aspects.

2.2. Characteristics of Project-Based Learning

Wongkhumsin Teerapat and Singwee Chalermkwan (2020: 225) underscore
the growing interest in Project-Based Learning (PBL), highlighting its synergy with a
child-centered approach. This approach empowers students to engage at their own skill
levels, choosing tasks that offer both challenge and satisfaction. PBL’s fundamental
characteristics include student autonomy in learning, interaction with genuine real-
world settings, grounding in established research or knowledge, incorporation of data
from multiple sources, enhancement of skills and knowledge, adequate time for
achieving meaningful results, and an emphasis on productivity.

2.3. Principles of Project-Based Learning

Project evaluation is a crucial aspect of project-based learning as it measures
the success and outcomes of the activities undertaken. Both teachers and students
collaborate in this assessment, aiming to determine if the activity met its objectives,
identify encountered challenges and obstacles, devise strategies to address these
challenges, and evaluate the learning outcomes from the project-based study.

Kathy Smith et al (2022:3-4) describe project work as a structured and
continuous process that unfolds through several sequential steps.

The first step, ‘Thinking and Choosing a Topic,” necessitates learners to
independently select a project topic based on their interests, questions, or curiosities.
The topic chosen should be specific and clear, enabling others to easily grasp its
purpose. To foster thinking and interest, learners are advised to engage with relevant

literature, such as books, documents, and articles, visit exhibitions, participate in
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scientific project competitions, converse with diverse individuals, and observe various
phenomena around them.

Following topic selection is the ‘Planning’ phase. Here, learners create a
project outline that details their planned approach. This phase is pivotal in ensuring
clarity and avoiding confusion. Once the plan is formulated, it should be presented to
the instructor or teacher advisor for approval before progressing to the subsequent step.

Once the project outline receives approval, learners move on to the ‘Operation’
phase. During this stage, they must strictly adhere to the planned approach, procure
necessary materials and equipment, prepare the workspace, work with meticulous
attention to detail, prioritize safety and cost-effectiveness, and systematically document
information regarding progress, results, challenges, and opinions.

After completing the project work, the ‘Report Writing’ phase ensues. Crafting
a comprehensive project report is vital to communicate the project’s concept,
operational methods, results, conclusions, and recommendations effectively to the
readers.

Finally, the ‘Presentation of Work’ marks the culmination of the project. In
this phase, learners present their completed project to inform and educate others.
Depending on the project’s type, content, duration, and the students’ level, the
presentation can manifest in various forms, such as role-playing, storytelling, report
writing, simulations, demonstrations, exhibitions, oral reports or lectures, Computer-
Assisted Instruction (CAl), and multimedia presentations. The presentation should be
engaging, clear, easily understandable, and accurate to effectively capture and retain
the audience’s attention.

2.3.1. Project Evaluation

Ramkhamhang (n.d.) Project evaluation is a crucial component of teaching and
learning, serving as a measure of the activity’s success. Both educators and learners
collaborate to assess the outcomes, addressing questions such as whether the activities
met the intended objectives, what challenges and obstacles were encountered, what
corrective measures were implemented, and what the students learned from the project.
Here, evaluation can be conducted by various individuals involved in the project:

1. Self-evaluation by Learners allows students to take ownership of their

learning process. By evaluating their satisfaction with each step of the activity, students
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reflect on the precision and clarity of their work. This reflection enables them to identify
areas for improvement, enhancing the overall quality and effectiveness of the project.
This method fosters self-awareness, critical thinking, and responsibility among
students.

2. Peer Evaluation introduces an element of collaboration and constructive
feedback into the evaluation process. Classmates can provide valuable insights into the
flow and language accuracy of the project. At the primary school level, feedback might
primarily focus on language precision and conciseness. As students’ progress to
secondary school, evaluations can expand to include the alignment between the
project’s title and its objectives. Peer evaluation promotes communication skills,
teamwork, and a deeper understanding of the project’s requirements and objectives.

3. Teacher or Teacher Advisor Evaluation offers professional insights into the
subject matter and its connections to other subjects. Educators can provide valuable
feedback on educational methods, offering suggestions to enhance the project
presentation format for better clarity and comprehension. Their expertise ensures that
the project aligns with educational standards and objectives, while also fostering a
supportive learning environment where students feel encouraged to explore and
innovate.

4. Parent or Guardian Evaluation brings a unique perspective to the evaluation
process by focusing on the learner’s abilities, academic aptitudes, feelings, and needs.
Parents or guardians can adjust their support and encouragement based on the child’s
interests and offer suggestions for overcoming potential challenges. Their involvement
strengthens the home-school connection, ensuring that students receive consistent
support and guidance both at home and in school. Additionally, parents can provide
valuable recommendations for future projects, helping to tailor the learning experience
to the individual needs and interests of the student.

By engaging in comprehensive project evaluation involving multiple
perspectives, educators and learners can gain a holistic understanding of the project’s
strengths and weaknesses. This facilitates continuous improvement and enhances the

overall learning experience.
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2.4. Benefits of Project-Based Learning

Project-Based Learning (PBL) is an effective instructional approach that
places emphasis on students’ learning and self-development. This method provides
opportunities for students to independently understand and study topics, fostering
analytical thinking and independent problem-solving skills. PBL promotes the creation
of new knowledge and cultivates skills necessary for problem-solving in students’ daily
lives. Implementing PBL creates an engaging learning environment, inspiring learners
to reach their full potential and ensuring a rewarding and memorable learning
experience that resonates with them for years to come. Through the study of teaching
English for communication using PBL activities, there is an interest in enhancing
communication through the integration of local wisdom, leading to further research on
career projects to refine learning management techniques.

2.5.Vocational Skills Project
2.5.1. Knowledge about Career Projects

Wongkaew Kunlanit (2021) describes a career project as an all-encompassing
career learning arrangement that allows students to delve into every facet of a
profession, from analysis and planning to execution. This involvement spans the
management of products, sales, services, and revenue generation, emphasizing
production, service, management, marketing, and the integration of technology in
operations. The chosen occupational work should mirror genuine professions present
in the local area or careers that align with students’ interests and needs. Students are
entrusted with the independent execution of all tasks, with teachers assuming the role
of advisors. Typically, career projects are undertaken in groups consisting of 3-5
individuals and can be conducted in various settings such as homes, establishments, or
educational institutions. Inclusion of local experts or accomplished professionals to
offer guidance and advice is highly beneficial.

Further elaborating on the concept, Wongkaew Kunlanit (2021: p.28) defines
a project as planned operations or activities with distinct objectives and steps,
emphasizing the efficient utilization of resources to achieve the desired outcome.
Meanwhile, ‘Occupation’ refers to consistent work carried out to generate income for

sustenance, which can be classified into:
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Self-employment: In this category, individuals function as business owners and
manage and operate the business independently. This can be further subdivided into:

Producer’s Profession: Involves individuals producing items for sale.

Service Occupations: Encompasses professions where individuals provide
services to consumers, such as barbers, radio and television repair technicians, and
waitstaff.

Employment Occupation: This category includes professions where
individuals are not business owners but work for an organization or employer.

Wongkaew Kunlanit (2021: p.29) outlines the objectives and significance of
career projects as instrumental tools in guiding students toward exploring diverse
careers in line with their aptitudes and interests. Engaging in such projects enables
students to achieve academic outcomes comparable to other subjects while benefiting
from guidance by multiple advisors, contingent upon the career group they choose. The
pivotal learnings embedded within career projects encompass a comprehensive
understanding of career variety, ethical standards, and professional morals, as well as
selecting careers aligned with consumer needs and individual aptitudes. Additionally,
students gain insights into operational processes, effective management of professional
affairs, collaborative group work, personnel management, and techniques to enhance
occupational efficiency and productivity. The projects also focus on communication
techniques with consumers, costing, pricing strategies, basic accounting for small
businesses, advertising, promotional strategies, and efficient distribution of products
with after-sales service.

Career projects play a crucial role in fostering career readiness and holistic
professional development. They provide students with practical exposure and hands-on
experience, bridging the gap between theoretical knowledge and real-world application.
By engaging in career projects, students are empowered to make informed and
confident career decisions, promoting lifelong learning, personal growth, and career
satisfaction. Furthermore, these projects facilitate the development of essential skills
such as critical thinking, problem-solving, collaboration, effective communication, and
leadership, which are indispensable in navigating today’s competitive and dynamic

professional landscape successfully.
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2.5.2. The Importance of Career Projects

Nanthawisut Nahathai (2009: p.22) defines project-based teaching as an
approach aimed at stimulating students to think, pretend, and solve problems.

Maneetrairatlert Saranya (2010: p.47) emphasizes that the goal of project-
based teaching and learning activities is to impart and practice various work skills,
ranging from selecting a project to planning and effective communication. Through
active engagement, experimentation, and reflection, students learn and internalize
concepts, ideas, and critical thinking skills, bolstering their self-confidence.

Wongkaew Kunlanit (2021: p.30) further elucidates the objectives of a career
project: Career projects aim to equip students with fundamental knowledge essential
for everyday life. Students should be capable of executing tasks correctly,
economically, safely, and effectively. They should develop analytical and planning
skills, foster a broad perspective, and cultivate a passion for their work, which is crucial
for independent living. The projects aim to instill a sense of morality, teamwork, and
other vital soft skills. By leveraging foundational knowledge from various subjects,
students are empowered to make informed decisions and choose careers that align with
their interests and aptitudes.

In terms of schools and teachers, there would be significant benefits from
providing students with opportunities for on-the-spot practice. This approach enhances
the understanding of the curriculum and the organization of teaching activities, both
within and outside the classroom, fostering a strong and cohesive relationship between
students and teachers across various subjects. The utilization of diverse tools and
materials further amplifies these benefits.

Moreover, incorporating elements related to the local community can be
highly advantageous. Providing students with opportunities to engage in the
development of various careers within the local area serves as a consequential benefit.
This involvement encourages students to develop an appreciation for and take pride in
their local community.

From this perspective, it can be concluded that a career project is an organized
framework for teaching and learning, allowing students to engage in practical
application. This method emphasizes data analysis, systematic planning, and step-by-

step execution, thereby enhancing students’ career-related skills.
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2.5.3. Key Principles for Writing a Career Project

Wongkaew Kunlanit (2021: p.30) underscores the importance of aligning
student career projects with course objectives. Students should have the autonomy to
select projects that resonate with their interests and readiness, whether that means
managing their workload by choosing diverse projects each semester or focusing on a
single project over an extended period. Encouraging a variety of project choices not
only allows for the integration of local resources and wisdom but also facilitates the
combination of different skills, as seen in projects like okra planting, which merges
agricultural and home economics. To support students, teachers or advisors should
provide essential educational resources such as worksheets and information sheets.
Furthermore, evaluation criteria should be comprehensive, covering various aspects
like knowledge, understanding, work processes, attitude, and practical application. For
students engaged in multiple projects, scores should be aggregated, taking into account
the duration of each project. By adhering to these principles, educators can ensure the
effective design, implementation, and assessment of career projects, thereby enhancing
students’ learning experiences and academic performance.

According to Kwanphatthalung Phonpen (2007), executing a successful career
project starts with selecting a topic that aligns with your interests and available
resources. Ensure you possess the necessary knowledge, skills, equipment, and access
to reliable information. Conduct comprehensive research and consult with experts to
refine the scope and plan of your project. Develop a detailed project outline that
encompasses research, data analysis, design, scheduling, and feasibility assessment.
Present this outline to your advisor for feedback before proceeding to the development
phase. During this phase, prepare materials, define roles, and conduct tests to ensure
the project aligns with its goals. Upon project completion, write a comprehensive report
detailing your research process, findings, and recommendations. Additionally, prepare
a user manual and showcase your project through presentations or reports to emphasize
your efforts and achievements.

In conclusion, the guidelines encourage flexible learning and thorough
assessment, emphasizing knowledge, skills, and practical application. Adhering to
these principles boosts students’ learning, skill acquisition, and academic success,

equipping them for their future careers.
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2.5.4. Types of Career Projects

Thanakornpairoj Pannawit (2017) identifies four primary types of career
projects.

The first type, the Experimental Project, involves studying academic
principles and conducting experiments to validate theories or explore practical
applications. Examples include experiments on food recipes for freshwater fish and
soilless plant cultivation. This type of project typically considers three variables: the
primary cause being studied, the outcome or results of the change, and controlled
factors to ensure accuracy. The steps for an experimental project encompass defining
the problem, setting educational objectives, formulating a hypothesis, designing and
conducting the experiment, collecting and recording data, and interpreting the results.

The second type, the Survey-Type Project, focuses on analyzing existing data
to enhance work processes, improve product quality, or monitor changes over time.
This may involve surveys on various topics such as local agricultural product prices,
consumer product prices, academic resources, local services, and farming statistics.

The third type, the Invention-Type Project, centers on creating new inventions
after studying existing theories or observing others’ work. The aim is to generate
innovative ideas for further development. Examples include designing controlled
watering systems for plant nurseries and creating unique souvenirs or repair tools.

The fourth type, Work-Development Projects, is derived from the study of
academic content or theoretical principles related to work, careers, or various general
subjects. These projects aim to refine and enhance these principles to align with
theoretical guidelines, resulting in tangible outcomes. Examples encompass building
banana dryers using solar energy, utilizing medicinal plants to create pesticides, and
processing food preservation projects.

In summary, career projects can be categorized into four main types:
Experimental projects, Survey-type projects, Invention-type projects, and Work-
development projects. Teachers can select the appropriate project type based on the
learning objectives and context to enhance students’ learning, skill development, and

academic performance.
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3. Local Wisdom
3.1. Meaning of Local Wisdom

The Royal Institute Dictionary 1999 (2003: p.826) defines “wisdom” as “basic
knowledge and ability.” In the context of local communities, wisdom encompasses the
unique human and knowledge resources found in each locality, which may also include
universally common characteristics across different regions. This wisdom emerges
from the pursuit of knowledge to address natural and social challenges in life, often
manifested in community rituals or traditions where villagers collaborate to tackle tasks
too large for an individual.

Wonkaonoi Weeranuch et al (2017: p.4) describe local wisdom as the
knowledge, beliefs, and practical skills used to solve human problems arising from
lifestyles that must adapt to a constantly changing environment. This form of wisdom
enables a lifestyle that harmoniously integrates with the natural environment, societal
structures, culture, and traditional ways of life.

The Department of Agricultural Promotion defines local wisdom as valuable
lifestyle patterns that reflect the intelligence of both individuals and societies,
accumulated and practiced across generations. This wisdom can be seen in professional
or academic knowledge areas such as rice variety selection and food preservation, as
well as cultural practices like art and customs. Human resources embodying this
wisdom might include successful farmers or Brahmins skilled in traditional ceremonies
like Bai Sri.

Chaiyaphahon Prutphong (2019: p.11) characterizes local wisdom, or popular
wisdom, as a body of knowledge, beliefs, and skills that have been accumulated over
time and adapted to the lives of local people.

In conclusion, local wisdom serves as a valuable resource for integrating into
the daily lives of villagers, consisting of knowledge and narratives passed down through
generations that foster innovation and collective prosperity within communities.
Learning from local wisdom provides profound insights into the culture and lifestyles
of people in specific regions. Therefore, the preservation and appropriate utilization of
local wisdom are essential for maintaining cultural heritage and strengthening

communities in both the present and future.
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3.2. Definition of Knowledge Organization

Chuleetham Sittiporn et al (2018: p.129-150) defines knowledge management
as the systematic collection and organization of existing knowledge within government
agencies. The primary aim of this process is to ensure that every individual within the
organization can easily access this knowledge, thereby promoting personal
development and enhancing efficiency. Ultimately, the goal is to strengthen the
organization’s competitive advantage. Knowledge is generally classified into two
categories: tacit knowledge and explicit knowledge. Tacit knowledge is derived from
experience, an individual’s innate talent, or intuitive understanding that is not easily
articulated in words, encompassing skills related to work, craftsmanship, or analytical
thinking. In contrast, explicit knowledge can be documented and transmitted through
various means, such as written records, theories, and manuals, and is commonly
referred to as concrete knowledge.

The Ban Haet District Community Development Office (2021) defines
knowledge management (KM) as the process of collecting, creating, organizing,
exchanging, and applying knowledge within an organization. This involves evolving
data into information, which then transforms into knowledge and wisdom. Knowledge
management models are generally structured around organizational goals and aim to
achieve specific outcomes, like sharing wisdom, enhancing performance, gaining a
competitive advantage, or elevating innovation levels.

In conclusion, knowledge refers to an understanding of certain things or
subjects, which includes the ability to apply this understanding towards specific
objectives, encompassing factual information and skills gained from experience or
education.

3.3. The Importance of Wisdom

Saharatworakamon Patcharanan (2017: p.24) highlights the critical need to
infuse local wisdom into contemporary educational and economic paradigms. In an era
marked by globalization and a transition to a knowledge-driven society, it is crucial to
safeguard local wisdom while ensuring its adaptability to modern needs. Blind adoption
of external cultures, devoid of deep understanding, risks diluting cultural identity and

marginalizing indigenous knowledge. To counteract this, educational frameworks
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should be malleable and regionally sensitive, accommodating the unique cultural,
economic, social, and geographical characteristics of individual communities.

Zhang et al (2022) stress the significance of having a common understanding
of wisdom. Without this shared perspective, assessing wisdom scales based on different
interpretations becomes problematic. Given the crucial need for a unified definition of
wisdom, an important question emerges: how can we establish a universally accepted
definition of wisdom? Answering this question involves carefully scrutinizing existing
definitions of wisdom to foster consensus and a shared understanding.

Research conducted by the Office of the National Education Commission
(NEPA) underscores the pivotal role of Thai local wisdom as an essential resource that
encapsulates the collective knowledge and experiences of the past. This wisdom
empowers the Thai people with the ability and skills to navigate current challenges and
adapt their lifestyles in ways that foster creativity and ensure sustainable development
within Thai society. The significance of Thai local wisdom can be delineated into four
key areas:

Firstly, Knowledge and Knowledge Systems: Thai local wisdom is not just
about individual insights; it represents a comprehensive knowledge system. Within this
system, villagers perceive relationships between various entities based on non-scientific
frameworks. Therefore, it’s imperative not only to understand what villagers “know”
but also to grasp how they perceive the relationships among these entities.

Secondly, Accumulating and Distributing Knowledge: Wisdom is
cultivated through the accumulation and dissemination of knowledge, which is an
active and dynamic process. Knowledge is employed to benefit others, such as local
healers, and there exists a specific process through which this knowledge is
accumulated. Understanding this process is essential to comprehend how expertise is
passed from one generation to another.

Thirdly, Knowledge Transfer: In contrast to formal institutions for
knowledge transfer, Thai local wisdom relies on a complex and intricate process for
transferring knowledge across generations. To truly understand and appreciate local
wisdom, it is essential to unravel this intricate transfer process.

Lastly, Creation and Improvement: The knowledge system within Thai local

communities is dynamic and continuously evolving based on experiences. However,
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there is a noticeable gap in studies that explore how villagers adapt their knowledge
and systems to address changing circumstances effectively.

In conclusion, Thai local wisdom is a vital and foundational resource that
embodies the collective knowledge and experiences of the Thai people, empowering
them to address contemporary challenges and adapt their lifestyles. This wisdom is
characterized by its comprehensive knowledge systems, dynamic processes of
knowledge accumulation and distribution, intricate transfer mechanisms, and
continuous evolution based on experiences. Understanding and harnessing the full
potential of Thai local wisdom is essential for promoting sustainable development and
ensuring the cultural preservation and prosperity of Thai society.

3.4. Types of Wisdom

The Department of Agricultural Extension (MDA) (2021). has systematically
categorized local and folk wisdom into specialized domains, reflecting the rich tapestry
of expertise and knowledge within community settings. Within the agricultural sphere,
experts are adept in cultivation, breeding, and animal husbandry, advocating for
integrated farming practices and the adoption of appropriate agricultural technologies.
This extends to Agricultural Product Processing, where specialists transform raw
commaodities into refined products ready for market. In the realm of Food, practitioners
are well-versed in traditional culinary practices and food preservation techniques.
Handicrafts involve artisans proficient in basketry, weaving, and carving, while the
category of Music, Dance, and Folk Games features individuals skilled in music, vocal
arts, dance, and traditional games like Mo Lam and Likay songs. Painting encompasses
artists proficient in mural creation, cloth drawing, and tattoo artistry. Sculpture includes
professionals specialized in sculptural techniques, responsible for creating diverse
artworks such as Buddha images and architectural embellishments. Architecture
involves professionals with expertise in building and construction, designing
residential, religious, and ceremonial structures. The domain of Public Health features
individuals knowledgeable in herbal medicine, traditional therapeutic interventions,
and holistic health maintenance. Tourism Promotion includes experts in local history,
cultural heritage sites, and environmental conservation, dedicated to the promotion and
preservation of local cultural assets. Additionally, the category of Language and

Literature comprises individuals skilled in the composition of folk literature, the
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development of local linguistic characters, and the scholarly investigation of ancient
writings and indigenous literature. Beyond these categories, other areas of local
significance encompass individuals with expertise in traditional Thai ceremonies,
astrology, and the preservation and perpetuation of local customs, beliefs, and cultural
practices. Collectively, these categories emphasize the intricate and diverse nature of
local wisdom and expertise, highlighting the crucial role of cultural heritage, traditions,
and practices in shaping community identity and continuity.
3.5. Sales Career

A career signifies the avenue through which individuals generate income by
producing goods or offering services that meet the needs of society. A legitimate and
socially recognized career is vital not only for personal sustenance but also for
supporting families and contributing to national economic advancement.

Pibulsongkram Rajabhat University (n.d.) delineates sales and sales
management as integral components of this career landscape. Selling is described as a
systematic process that involves understanding and analyzing the needs and desires of
potential buyers. This enables the offering of products, services, or ideas tailored to
meet these requirements. On the other hand, sales management encompasses the
planning, directing, and control of sales activities. This includes sourcing and selecting
the sales team, providing them with training, assigning tasks, and supervising their
performance. Furthermore, it involves creating compensation structures to motivate the
sales staff and ensure their sustained high performance.

Sukhothai Thammathirat Open University (n.d.) elaborates on the sales
process, outlining a systematic sequence of six crucial steps designed to enhance sales
effectiveness. The first step, “Prospecting for Customers,” emphasizes the importance
of salespeople identifying potential clients through a variety of channels, ranging from
referrals to cold calls and networking events. Following this, the “Planning the
Approach to Customers” phase involves meticulous research to understand customer
needs and preferences. Salespeople are advised to gather comprehensive information
about both the company and the specific individuals they intend to contact, setting clear
objectives for their interactions. Moreover, scheduling appointments with prospective
clients is essential, requiring the salesperson to be punctual, appropriately attired, and

well-prepared with all necessary documents and information. The third step, “Making
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the Sales Presentation and/or Demonstration,” is pivotal in demonstrating the product’s
value proposition. Salespeople must effectively articulate how their product or service
can address the customer’s specific needs, emphasizing benefits like cost savings,
efficiency improvements, or revenue growth. To tailor their presentations to the
audience, salespeople can choose from three distinct presentation styles: “Canned
Presentation,” which is a standardized approach suitable for novices or for simpler
products; “Methodical Presentation,” offering a structured yet flexible format; and
“Free-Form Presentation,” requiring adaptability and extensive sales expertise to adjust
to the customer’s preferences and product features.

To support the sales process, Champlang Thanapont (2020) outlines “The
Selling Process,” a structured approach involving several key steps to effectively sell
products or services to potential customers. The process begins with prospecting, where
potential buyers are identified through methods like inquiries, referrals, exhibitions, and
personal observation. Once leads are identified, it’s crucial to qualify them based on
their needs, purchasing power, and decision-making authority.
Preparation before meeting the prospect is vital and involves collecting detailed
information about them to tailor the sales presentation effectively. It’s important to
schedule appointments and conduct meetings with a clear objective in mind, utilizing
techniques such as self-introduction and offering rewards to engage the prospect.

During the sales presentation and demonstration, the salesperson must clearly
explain the product’s features, benefits, and privileges, adhering to the 4Cs principle:
Clarity, Completeness, Confidence, and Competition. Addressing objections is a
critical step where salespeople must respond to both honest and insincere objections
using techniques like direct answers and counter-questioning. The penultimate step,
“Closing the Sale,” involves recognizing buying signals from the customer and guiding
them towards a purchase decision. This can be achieved through various methods,
including allowing customers to commit themselves, making direct inquiries about
purchase intentions, or employing indirect questioning to prompt decision-making.
Lastly, “Follow-Up” is a pivotal post-sale activity that allows salespeople to assess the
success of their sales strategies and cultivate long-term customer relationships. It
encompasses various sales activities, from direct sales to end consumers to sales to trade

intermediaries. Understanding the company’s sales methodologies and the individual
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capabilities of each salesperson is fundamental for adapting and refining the sales
process for future success.

As mentioned earlier, sales careers can be encapsulated as “The Selling
Process.” This framework emphasizes a methodical approach that values both
proficient selling and cultivating relationships. It underscores the critical roles of
adaptability and ongoing improvement, which are essential for attaining lasting success
and expansion in sales.

4. Related Studies

Saengpaen Kanyapat and Leelaharatrak Natthana (2019) aimed to develop and
evaluate the effectiveness of a learning management model designed to improve
speaking skills for student teachers through English projects combined with social
media. The study involved 19 second-year students majoring in educational technology
and computers from the Faculty of Education. The methodology employed by the
researchers included tests to measure English communication skills, evaluations of
English-speaking skills through project presentations, and a questionnaire to gauge
student satisfaction with the developed learning management model. Data analysis was
conducted using averages, standard deviations, and non-independent statistics.

The findings revealed several key points. Firstly, the developed learning
management format, named the “ESCAPE Model,” consists of six steps: Exploration
of ideas (E), Starting plan for the project (S), Creating an outline (C), Analyzing
information to do the project (A), Presenting the project (P), and evaluating the project
(E). Secondly, the efficiency of the ESCAPE Model was determined to be 70.75 out of
100. Lastly, the effectiveness of the model was demonstrated by a significant
improvement in students’ ability to communicate in English after studying with the
ESCAPE Model. The students developed their English-speaking skills through
presenting English projects, with the learning management rated at a very good level
(mean = 16.22, S.D. = 0.78). Additionally, the overall satisfaction of the students with
the ESCAPE Model was very high, with a mean score of 4.42 and a standard deviation
of 0.68.

Sirisrimangkorn Lawan (2020) The research objective is Investigate the effects
of project-based learning using presentations on the speaking skills of EFL (English as

a Foreign Language) students at the undergraduate level and gather student opinions on
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this learning method. The Sample is 31 second-year undergraduate EFL students.
Methodology: The study wused verbal tests, project-based learning guides,
questionnaires, and interviews. In findings shows that students’ speaking skills showed
significant improvement after completing the project-based learning. Students
expressed positive opinions regarding learning from the project using presentations,
emphasizing its role in developing their speaking skills.

Yimwilai Supaporn (2020) examines the influence of project-based learning
(PBL) on the critical reading abilities and 21st-century skills of EFL students, along
with their perceptions of PBL. Fifty fourth-year English major students from
Srinakharinwirot University in Thailand were divided into experimental and control
groups, with the former taught through PBL and the latter through conventional
methods. Data collection involved tasks, a critical reading assessment, questionnaires,
group reports, and interviews. Quantitative data were assessed using mean scores,
standard deviations, and t-tests, while qualitative data underwent content analysis.
Findings revealed that the PBL group exhibited significantly improved critical reading
skills compared to the control group and held a favorable view of PBL. Additionally,
PBL positively influenced students’ 21st-century skills, including collaboration, IT
proficiency, communication abilities, and self-confidence. Thus, the research
underscored the effectiveness of PBL in bolstering the critical reading and
contemporary skillsets of EFL learners.

Naijit Thaweesin (2020) Objective of this research consist with compare the
English speaking and presentation skills of students before and after implementing a
project-based learning approach to promote these skills. The sample shows that 27
Mathayom 5/7 students with a mathematics-English study plan from Kanrat Bamrung
School, Pathum Thani. Methodology is included that the study employed a One-Group
Pretest-Posttest Design format. Research tools included a learning management plan
using project, tests of speaking and presentation skills in English, assessments of these
skills, and a questionnaire on student satisfaction with project-based learning. Statistical
analysis used mean, standard deviation (SD), and independent t-test statistics. In
findings shows that: 1. The English speaking and presentation skills of students

improved significantly after studying with the project-based learning approach.
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2.Students exhibited high satisfaction levels across five areas related to project-based
learning (mean = 4.07, S.D. = 0.04).

Phuphan Phakaporn and Sermsuk Suwanee (2021) conducted a study to
investigate and compare the outcomes of project-based teaching aimed at enhancing the
English communication skills of grade-8 students. The research was conducted with a
sample group of grade-8 30 students at Chalermkwan School in Phitsanulok Province
in 2021. The research instruments used in the study included a learning management
plan, an English communication achievement test, an English communication ability
assessment form, and a self- and behavior assessment form. The research methodology
involved an experiment with a duration of seven sessions, each lasting 60 minutes. The
statistical analysis employed a dependent sample t-test to compare the English
communication abilities of the students before and after the intervention. The findings
of the study indicated that the project-based teaching methodology significantly
improved the English communication abilities of grade-8 students, reaching a high level
of proficiency. The English communication scores of the grade-8 students met the
established criteria, achieving a score of 75%. A notable difference was observed
between the pre-test and post-test scores at the 0.01 significance level.

Chaitaisong Yuwadee, Juithong Suwanna, and Karanyathikul Angkana (2022)
conducted a study to investigate the management of career-oriented project-based
learning and its impact on the career competencies of junior high school students. The
research aimed to enhance students’ career competencies through project-based
learning focused on cultivating plants for local sale. The sample group for the study
comprised 37 grade-8 students from the career and technology learning group at
Saraburi Witthayakhom School in Saraburi Province during the first semester of the
academic year 2019. The research instruments used in the study included three learning
management plans incorporating career project-based learning activities and a work and
career competency measurement tool. The statistical analysis involved calculating the
mean and standard deviation, as well as conducting a T-test and repeated measures
variance. The findings of the study revealed that the grade-8 students who engaged in
project-based learning centered on cultivating crops for local sale demonstrated a

significant enhancement in occupational competency at the 0.05 significance level.
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Foreign research

Angelina (2020) Angelina conducted research on “The Effect of Project-Based
Learning on Improving Students’ Speaking Ability.” The study aimed to explore the
impact of project-based learning on the development of students’ speaking abilities.
The research was conducted on students of Grade [Not Specified], Academic year
2019/2020, with an English teacher as a co-researcher. The data in the study is
qualitative, obtained from questionnaires and interview analysis. In finding shows that:
project-based learning significantly improves students’ speaking abilities. Students are
more confident in speaking English and actively involved in the teaching and learning
process. The method enhances various speaking skills, including pronunciation,
fluency, comprehension, grammar, and vocabulary. Conclusion: Students’ speaking
skills can be developed through hands-on learning projects, providing opportunities for
creativity and interaction.

Randazzo, Priefer & Khamis-Dakwar (2021) conducted research comparing
the effectiveness of traditional teaching methods (TDL) with project-based learning
(PBL) in online graduate courses focused on research methods in Communication
Sciences and Disorders during the Covid-19 pandemic. Both approaches received
similar ratings in terms of student satisfaction and instructor performance. However,
PBL was more effective in boosting students’ research self-efficacy, especially in
complex tasks like statistical analysis, showing a higher percentage improvement over
TDL. This indicates that PBL fosters deeper interaction with the course material and
research literature. While TDL provided a greater sense of confidence likely due to its
familiar structure, the enhanced engagement and skill development seen in PBL make
it a promising option for online health professions research courses despite its increased
workload.

Xiaoli (2022) Zheng conducted research titled “English as an International
Language Project-Based Learning: A Focus on Young Chinese Learners’ Beliefs” to
explore young Chinese learners’ beliefs about English as an international language
through project-based language learning in rural Chinese schools. The study involved
three English teachers and 102 Chinese EFL students in two separate phases of the
survey. Phase 1 examined the implementation of the project through classroom

observation and semi-structured interviews. The findings from this phase informed the
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development of a language learning questionnaire based on the six EIL project areas in
Phase 2. In findings shows that: Students have great confidence in learning English as
a foreign language through project-based language learning. Five issues received
similarly positive responses regarding learners’ beliefs about EIL and project-based
language learning in rural Chinese schools.

Zhou (2023) examines the impact of Project-Based Learning (PBL) on
students compared to traditional teaching methods. PBL emerges as a more effective
approach in enhancing students’ active thinking, hands-on abilities, and teamwork
cooperative skills. Unlike traditional education, which is teacher-centered and often
leads to passive learning, PBL places students at the center, encouraging independent
thinking and problem-solving. The research showcases that PBL not only improves
students’ critical thinking and creativity but also boosts their practical application of
knowledge and teamwork abilities. This holistic development better equips students for
future challenges and jobs. While PBL demonstrates significant advantages, the study
suggests that future research should focus on designing PBL courses tailored to
different learning needs.

Simbolon, Haryudin, and Efransyah (2023) researched “Improving Students’
Speaking Skill Through Project-Based Learning (PBL).” Project-based learning (PBL)
is a teaching technique where students work on group projects, requiring them to
design, plan, and implement an outreach project that produces a publicly displayed
work such as a product, publication, or presentation. The research used class action
research as the research method, with a sample of 30 grade-10 students assessed using
the Brown 2004 speaking rubric. Data were analyzed using SPSS. In key findings
consist with the PBL technique significantly improved students’ speaking skills.
Students were divided into groups based on their English proficiency, with the second
and third groups showing significant academic achievement and rated as good.

Based on extensive research both locally and internationally, project-based
learning (PBL) consistently shows a positive impact on academic performance and
fosters the development of five key competencies, particularly when combined with
technology. PBL can be effectively incorporated across various subject areas,

enhancing learning outcomes across the board.
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Chapter 3
Methodology

This study utilized a quasi-experimental approach, employing a one-group pretest-
posttest design. The research was conducted by following the steps outlined below:

1. Population and Sample:

Population and Sampling: A class of 18 grade-8 students at Khlong Huai Na
Pattanakarn School, Chondaen District, Phetchabun Province were selected using
purposive sampling. The school was operated under the School of Expanded
Educational Opportunities, possessing a unique identity related to vocational careers.

2.2 English Learning Activities: Four project-based learning activities aimed
at upgrading local wisdom to trading careers, fostering the development of language
communication skills among Grade-8 students.

2.3 English-Speaking Skills Test: To assess communication abilities

2.4 Satisfaction Assessment Form: To gauge student satisfaction
3. Data Collection
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The research was carried out over an 18-hours, from January 15, 2024, to
February 23, 2024 and collected data by as following steps below:

3.1. The researcher explained the learning objectives to students.

3.2. Students took a communication speaking skills test before class, which was
a test to measure speaking skills for communicating in English.

3.3. The researcher conducted self-teaching by organizing project-based
learning to promote speaking skills for communication with English learning activities.
Upgrading local wisdom for sales career, six lesson plans, 18 hours

3.4. After studying the sample group conducted a project on a topic of interest.
The researcher collected data from communication within the group and presentation
of work

3.5. Students completed a satisfaction assessment of the use of project-based
learning.

3.6. The researcher used the results from all data collection to analyze the data.
4. Data analysis

The researcher was collected data and use these statistics below:

4.1. Content appropriateness check:

The researcher submitted the developed lesson plans to a panel of five experts
for thorough evaluation of its appropriateness. Based on the feedback and
recommendations received, the plan underwent revisions to ensure its suitability and
effectiveness.

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4.2. Checking Content Validity

The researcher was using the consistency index value (I0C) to ascertain the
accuracy of the content (content validity), the test created was submitted to experts for
examination. The experts consulted independent research principles to check the
coverage of content and research objectives. Five experts inspected the research
instruments to verify their completeness, content consistency, and offered suggestions
to enhance and ensure relevance.

The assessment results aimed at determining content validity through the Index
of Consistency (I0C) showed that the tools utilized in the research achieved an 10C of
1.00, indicating perfect consistency.

4.3. Content Validity Index (CVI)

The Content Validity Index (CVI) ranges from 0.00 to 1.00. The
interpretation of the CVI is as follows:

5.Statistical Analysis

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Chapter 4
Research Results
The study focuses on the development of English language skills for
communication and the upgrading of local wisdom for Sales career for grade-8 students
through project-based learning activities. This research is quasi-experimental. The
researcher has collected complete data and conducted a thorough data analysis.

Part 1: Results of the evaluation of lesson plans for upgrading local wisdom for a sales
career for Grade-8 students through project-based activities. The researcher evaluated
the lesson plan in two parts: content and media quality, assessing their suitability for
enhancing local wisdom. It was found that the lesson plans for upgrading local wisdom
for a sales career for Grade-8 students, involving learning from project-based activities,
The findings revealed a notable average score of 4.98, indicative of the high
appropriateness of the designed lesson plans in achieving their intended objectives.

From Table 2, it was found that the learning management plan for upgrading
local wisdom to a trading career for grade-8 students involved learning from project-

based activities and is most appropriate.

Part2: Comparative Analysis of Grade-8 Students’ Communication Skills Before and
After Project-Based English Learning Activities

Upon comparing the communication skills of Grade-8 students before and
after studying with project-based English learning activities, significant improvements
were observed. Following the implementation of these activities, students who studied
with lesson plans aimed at enhancing local wisdom for sales careers enhancements in
their communication abilities.

The average score subsequent to the study period exhibited a substantial
increase compared to pre-study levels. Specifically, the average pre-study score was
46.67, while post-study assessments revealed a significant surge to an average score of
91.56. This observed enhancement represents a notable escalation from the initial
average score of 44.89. Further statistical analysis, employing the t-test, underscored
the significance of this improvement, yielding a calculated value of 15.10. This
statistical finding indicates a substantial disparity between pre-study and post-study
scores, thereby highlighting the robust impact of project-based learning activities on
enhancing students’ communication skills. It is noteworthy that this disparity was
observed at a significant level of 0.05, affirming the statistical significance of the
observed improvement.

From Table 3, students using the lesson plan to enhance local wisdom for
grade-8 sales careers through project-based activities demonstrated a significant
improvement in academic achievement. The post-study average score was higher than

the pre-study score, with a significant difference at the 0.05 level.

Part 3: Results of Satisfaction Assessment Among Grade-8 Students
The satisfaction assessment of Grade-8 students who engaged with lesson
plans aimed at enhancing local wisdom for sales careers through project-based activities

yielded insightful findings. The researcher categorized the results into two tables: 1.
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Satisfaction of Students by Learning with Lesson Plans for Upgrading Local Wisdom
for Sales Careers Through Project-Based Activities. 2. Satisfaction of Students in Each
Topic of Lesson Plans.

Upon analyzing and presenting the results of the satisfaction evaluation, it was
discerned that Grade-8 students expressed a high level of satisfaction with lesson plans
designed to augment local wisdom for trading careers through project-based activities.
The average satisfaction score among students was notably high at 4.43.

Furthermore, a detailed examination of satisfaction levels across various topics
within the lesson plans revealed compelling insights. Students exhibited particularly
high levels of satisfaction with the lesson plan focused on Thai dessert and bakery,
garnering an average satisfaction score of 4.50. This was closely followed by the lesson
plans covering model products and the ‘proud to present’ topic, both of which received
an average score of 4.33. Similarly, the lesson plan centered on tamarind preserved in
syrup attained a commendable level of satisfaction, with an average score of 4.23.
Additionally, the lesson plan addressing our community garnered a high level of
satisfaction, achieving an average score of 4.11, while the lesson plan focusing on our
local products also received positive feedback, with an average satisfaction score of
4.06.

From Table 5, it is found that students are highly satisfied with the lesson plan
on Thai dessert and bakery, with an average satisfaction score of 4.50. This is followed
by the lesson plan on model products and the lesson plan on the ‘proud to present’ topic,
both with an average score of 4.33. The lesson plan for tamarind preserved in syrup
also received a high level of satisfaction, averaging 4.23. Additionally, the lesson plan
focused on our community has a high level of satisfaction with an average score of
4.11, and the lesson plan about our local products garnered a high level of satisfaction

with an average score of 4.06.
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Chapter 5
Conclusion

The research aimed to enhance the English language skills for communication
and upgrade local wisdom for sales career for grade-8 students through project-based
learning activities. The objectives included creating and identifying quality learning
management plans integrated with career work to develop the communication skills of
the students. The target group for this research was the Grade-8 students of the
academic year 2023 at Khlong Huai Na Pattanakarn School, with 18 participants chosen
through purposive sampling.

1. Evaluation of Integrated Learning Management Plans

The results from evaluating the suitability of various elements by five experts
indicated that the lesson plan effectively integrated with career work to develop the
communication skills of Grade8 students. The overall average rating was a highly
appropriate 4.80 out of 5.

2. Improvement in Communication Skills

A comparison of communication skills before and after students engaged in
project-based English learning activities revealed significant improvement. Out of 18
students assessed, there was a marked enhancement in their English communication
abilities. The average pre-study score was 46.67, while the post-study average surged
to 91.56. This indicates a substantial increase from the initial average score of 44.89.
The t-test value of 15.10 underscores the significance of this improvement, with the
post-study scores being notably higher than the pre-study scores at a significance level
of 0.05.

1. Student Satisfaction with Learning Activities

Grade-8 students expressed high satisfaction with English language teaching
through project-based learning activities focused on enhancing local wisdom for trading
careers. Overall satisfaction was notably high. Specifically, when examining
satisfaction levels with project-based teaching and learning, students showed a high
level of contentment, averaging 4.43 out of 5.

In terms of specific learning content across all six plans, students were most
satisfied with the learning management plan centered on Thai desserts & Bakery,

scoring an average satisfaction rating of 4.50. This was closely followed by the lesson
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plan focusing on model products and lesson plan of proud to presentation, which
received an average satisfaction score of 4.33. The lesson plan of Tamarind preserved
in syrup also garnered high satisfaction, averaging 4.23. The lesson plan of “Our
Community” achieved an average satisfaction rating of 4.11, while the plan on “Our

Local Products” received an average satisfaction score of 4.06.

Discussion

The researcher conducted a study on improving English language skills for
communication. This study aimed to enhance the landscape of local wisdom for sales
careers among Grade-8 students through project-based learning activities. The
approach involved creating a learning management plan that integrates career-focused
work and develops communication skills. Project-based learning was used to promote
the ability to use English for communication and to elevate local wisdom relevant to
trading careers. The outcome was a learning management plan with appropriate
characteristics that can be utilized to develop students’ English communication skills
and support their employment prospects after graduation. There are important points
that should be discussed, as follows:
1. Lesson plan and content assessment evaluated by experts

The evaluation results from five experts yielded an impressive average score
of 4.98. This score indicates that the teaching management plan, which integrates local
wisdom into learning, is highly appropriate. Such integration not only helps students
develop a positive attitude towards learning but also stimulates their interest and fosters
excitement in their studies. It encourages students to think critically, express themselves
confidently, and use language effectively for real communication, thereby equipping
them with skills to support their future careers. As a result, students gain more

confidence in speaking and communicating in English.

2. Academic Achievement of grade-8 Students Before and After Learning using
Projects based learning in upgrading Local Wisdom for Sales Career to develop
English communication skills

The English communication skills of grade-8 students significantly improved
after utilizing project-based learning. This improvement was statistically significant at
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the 0.05 level, indicating a meaningful enhancement in their abilities. Learners
exhibited notable progress in self-expression, demonstrating increased confidence in
speaking and communicating in English after engaging in project-based learning. This
approach provided students with opportunities to express themselves freely and use
English without constraints, allowing them to research topics of personal interest and
expertise. Consequently, project-based learning facilitated substantial development in
students’ English communication skills.

These findings align with the research conducted by Thaweesin Naijit (2020),
who compared the English speaking and presentation skills of students before and after
using project-based learning. Naijit’s study aimed to promote these skills among 10th-
grade students, employing a single-group pretest-posttest design. The research tools
included a project-based learning plan, pre- and post-study tests on English speaking
and presentation skills, an assessment of these skills, and a student satisfaction
questionnaire regarding project-based learning. Statistical analysis involved mean (x),
standard deviation (SD), and independent t-test statistics. The study revealed that
students’ English speaking and presentation skills significantly improved post-
intervention, with a high level of satisfaction in various areas of learning management
(x=4.07, SD = 0.04).

In discussing the results of research focused on developing English
communication skills and incorporating local wisdom into commercial careers for
Grade 8 students through project activities, the researcher, who is also the teacher,
observed significant improvements among the 18 students involved. The average score
increased from 46.67 before the study to 91.56 after the study, showing a substantial
rise from the previous average score of 44.89. The t-test value of 15.10 indicated that
post-study scores were significantly higher than pre-study scores at the 0.05 level,
attributed to the effective learning activities based on the project.

These outcomes suggest that project-based learning not only enhances English
communication skills but also fosters an environment where students feel empowered
to use English confidently and effectively, preparing them for future academic and

professional endeavors.
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3. Student Satisfaction with the Development of English Language Skills and the
Enhancement of Local Wisdom for Sales Careers in Grade 8 Students through
Project-Based Learning Activities

To examine student satisfaction with the enhancement of English language
skills for communication and the application of local wisdom in occupations of Grade
8 students, a project-based learning method was utilized. Data collection was conducted
through a satisfaction questionnaire administered via Google Form after the
intervention. The discussion of the study results is divided into two main parts.

The first section addresses students’ overall satisfaction with teaching and
learning English through project-based activities. It was found that there was a clearly
high level of satisfaction. Students appreciated the opportunity to practice
independently and learn about various topics of personal interest, including nearby
subjects. This approach provided a comprehensive understanding of the subject matter
and highlighted the importance of English in their learning.

The second part delves into student satisfaction with the learning arrangements
across the six lesson plans. Research results indicate that students experienced a high
level of satisfaction due to the provision of project-based English teaching activities.
The instructional design included a comprehensive learning management plan that
facilitated accessible learning activities. These activities were systematically structured
for each sub-content, arranged in order based on students’ existing knowledge within
the local wisdom context. This teaching method not only created a learning context but
also linked additional English knowledge with career aspirations post-graduation. The
effectiveness of this learning plan reflected a high level of student satisfaction.

These findings are consistent with the research by Phakaporn Phuphan and
Suwanee Sermsuk (2021), who studied the outcomes of project-based teaching aimed
at increasing the English communication abilities of 8th-grade students. Their
assessment was performed under real-world conditions, showing that students achieved
commendable communication abilities. The project-based teaching methods, combined
with real-life condition assessments, met criteria with 75% of students receiving
satisfactory scores. There was a significant improvement between pre-test and post-test

scores, with statistical significance at the .01 level.
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This result aligns with the research by Simbolon, Haryudin, and Efransyah
(2023), which focused on enhancing students’ speaking skills through project-based
learning (PjBL). PjBL offers a methodology where students collaborate on group
projects, participating in the design, planning, and implementation of projects that result
in publicly offered products such as printed documents or presentations. Students in
their study made significant academic progress and received positive evaluations.

To meet specified needs, the researcher prepared a comprehensive learning
plan aimed at developing English language skills for communication and strengthening
local wisdom related to trading careers for Grade 8 students through project-based
activities. This plan focuses on developing professional skills, considering the unique
context of the researcher’s students, who are part of an institution that extends
opportunities beyond traditional routes, especially for those without access to higher
education. Consequently, learning plans are designed to be comprehensive and
accessible.

Project-based learning activities are tailored to promote English speaking and
communication skills, preparing students with the necessary competencies to support
their future careers. This approach gives students the freedom to ideate and implement
projects that align with their individual interests. Through this systematic process,
students engage in practical applications, gather knowledge, and disseminate findings
through various channels. This teaching framework inspires students, provides
structured guidance, encourages creativity, and helps them harness their talents and
interests effectively, preparing them for current and future job opportunities. Moreover,
these skills are transferable to everyday life, laying a solid foundation for continued

professional development.

Suggestions

Based on the research results on the improvement of English language communication
skills and the enhancement of local wisdom for Sales careers among Grade-8 students
through project-based learning activities, the researcher offers the following
suggestions:

General Suggestions:

1. Fostering a Positive Classroom Atmosphere
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Teachers should prioritize the establishment of a conducive learning
environment characterized by constructive interactions between teachers and students.
This will foster a friendly atmosphere, enabling students to feel at ease and facilitating
their full expression. Clear and comprehensible communication is crucial, especially
considering that some students may not be fully prepared or interested in learning.
Additionally, post-activity discussions involving both teachers and students are
recommended to consolidate learning and address any concerns.

2. Contextualizing Learning:

In the organization of learning activities, it is essential to design content that
resonates with the daily lives of students. This approach enhances students’
comprehension and fosters interest, encouraging proactive learning and the pursuit of
answers, thereby promoting more effective learning outcomes.

3. Assessment and Evaluation Tools

Teachers should design and implement assessment tools tailored to measure
students’ communication skill development. These tools should feature clear evaluation
criteria and incorporate diverse assessment methods to accommodate the varying needs

and abilities of students.

Suggestions for Future Research
1. Comparative Research on Teaching Methods

Future research should focus on comparative studies to evaluate the
effectiveness of project-based learning in enhancing English language skills for
communication and upgrading local wisdom for trading careers among Grade8
students. This will facilitate the identification of innovative teaching methodologies
that are diverse and effective, catering to the unique learning needs of students.
2. Enhancing Career-Relevant Content

In future research endeavors aimed at developing English language skills for
communication and enhancing local wisdom for trading careers among Grade8 students
through project-based learning, it is recommended to incorporate content relevant to
technical careers. Feedback from students has indicated an interest in learning about
technical careers, particularly in food sales within a la carte restaurants. Incorporating

such content will enhance the relevance and applicability of the learning experience.
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3. Exploring the Development of 21st Century Skills

Future research should explore the development of English language skills for
communication and the enhancement of local wisdom for trading careers through
project-based learning across diverse student populations. Emphasis should be placed
on promoting other essential 21st-century skills, ensuring holistic development and

preparing students for future challenges and opportunities.
